CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of skin rashes.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that skin rashes have been bothering him for past month and it is just above the umbilicus. The patient had similar episode last year and it relieved after steroid cream. There is no active bleeding and there is no exposure to any infections or allergies.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or leg swelling.
The patient has chronic pain in the left side of the cervical spine, left shoulder, and left elbow.

OBJECTIVE:
HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.
LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.
ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness and bowel sounds are active.
Skin examination reveals 3 to 4 cm size round patch of rash just above the beltline. There is no redness, discharge or bleeding.
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
