CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today as a followup for urinary retention and also testicular hypofunction.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient was recently seen by urologist and he is scheduled for cystoscopy for his urinary retention. The patient does self catheterization three times a day.
The patient also receives testosterone injection 100 mg every three weeks and today the patient due.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, bowel incontinence, leg swelling or calf swelling, or tremors.
