HISTORY: This is a 16-year-old here for a followup. The patient is accompanied by his mother who states that 10 days ago he had an accident with a weed eater and suffered laceration on the palmar surface of his hand. He states he had 13 stitches and he is here to have them removed.
The patient states that at the emergency room visit he received tetanus shot and was given antibiotics. He states he is doing fine today.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and negative.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and negative.
ALLERGIES: Reviewed and negative.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and negative.
FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and negative.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and these were all negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 97% at room air.
Blood pressure 140/80.
Pulse 82.
Respirations 18.
Temperature 97.9.
EXTREMITIES: Left Hand: Sutures are in good order. There is no evidence of secondary infection. He has full range of motion of his digits with mild discomfort on his fifth digit. There is no bleeding. No discharge. No fluctuance. Wound is healed well.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Suture removal.
2. Wound care.
PROCEDURE: Suture removal. Consent was given by mother. I used a tweezer and iris scissors, I removed a total of 13 sutures. There was one spot on his fifth digit that was open, that area was cleaned with Betadine and steri-stripped after applying tincture of benzoin around the wound and steri-stripped directly over the wound to hold the open area together. The patient tolerated the procedure well. He was given the opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none.
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
