CARDIOLOGY EVALUATION

CHIEF COMPLAINT: An 84-year-old female with history of hypertension, childhood rheumatic fever, history of cardiac murmurs who is now here for evaluation.
HPI: The patient as noted has history of rheumatic fever and murmurs. She denies chest pain, shortness of breath or palpitations. She stated that she had a stress test done at cardiovascular consultancy approximately two months ago which apparently was unremarkable. The patient currently denies symptoms of chest pain, orthopnea or PND.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY:
1. Hypertension.

2. Rheumatic fever.

3. Murmurs.

4. Colorectal cancer.

5. Gouty arthritis.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:

1. Colectomy for colorectal cancer.

2. Hysterectomy.
3. Laminectomy.
4. Appendectomy.
5. Exploratory laparotomy.
MEDICATIONS: Triamterene, allopurinol and amlodipine.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN results in hives and anaphylaxis and SULFA results in anaphylaxis.

FAMILY HISTORY: Daughter had breast cancer.
SOCIAL HISTORY: The patient denies cigarette smoking or drug use, notes occasional alcohol use.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Gastrointestinal: She reports history of gastroesophageal reflux disease. Otherwise unremarkable except for joint pains involving her knees.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is alert, oriented and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 140/71, pulse 54, respiratory rate 20, height 62 inches, weight 156 pounds.
Remainder of the examination is unremarkable.

DATA REVIEW: EKG demonstrates sinus rhythm of 59 beats per minute and is otherwise unremarkable.
IMPRESSION:
1. Hypertension.

2. Gouty arthritis.

3. History of murmurs.

PLAN: CBC, Chem-20, hemoglobin A1c, lipid panel, TSH, urinalysis, echocardiogram, EKG, uric acid. We will need to review stress test results from a cardiovascular consultant.
