CHIEF COMPLAINT: A 53-year-old Hispanic female with complaint of chest pain.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 53-year-old female who reports chest pain of several months duration. Pain is described as tightness. It is brought on by food and lying down. It is not influenced by exercise. However, the pain does appear to be associated with shortness of breath. She further reports symptoms of fatigue.

5. Omeprazole 20 mg one daily.

ALLERGIES: IBUPROFEN results in itching.

FAMILY HISTORY: Unremarkable.

SOCIAL HISTORY: She denies cigarette smoking, alcohol, or drug use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

Cardiac: As per HPI.

Neck: She has stiffness and pain.

Genitourinary: She has frequency of urination.

Neurologic: She has dizziness.

Psychiatric: She has depression.

Review of systems is otherwise unremarkable.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: She is a moderately obese female. She is in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 130/74, pulse 65, respiratory rate 18, height 63”, and weight 281 pounds.

Exam otherwise unremarkable.

DATA REVIEW: ECG sinus bradycardia at the rate of 65 bpm, nonspecific ST/T-wave changes noted.
