No vomiting. She has drop in hemoglobin again. She was transfused PRBC. She also has iron deficiency getting supplement.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
HEENT: No headache. No dizziness.

Pulmonary: No cough. No congestion.

Cardiac: No chest pain.

GI: No vomiting.

Musculoskeletal: Chronic leg edema with leg ulcer.

Neuro: No syncope.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: The patient is awake, alert and oriented x3.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 149/79. Pulse 60 per minute. Temperature 97.8.F. Respirations 18 per minute. Pulse oximetry 100%.

HEENT: Head – Atraumatic and normocephalic. Eyes: Anicteric.

Neck: Supple.

Lungs: Clear. No wheezing.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft. Nontender. Bowel sounds positive.

Extremities: Bilateral leg edema. and left leg wound.

Neuro: She is awake, alert and oriented x 3.

LABS: Hemoglobin of 6.7 and hematocrit was low on 06/14/23. The patient was transfused one unit of PRBC and repeat lab on 06/17/23 hemoglobin 8.7 and hematocrit 29.4.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Severe anemia status post blood transfusion.

2. Iron deficiency anemia.

3. Bilateral leg edema.

4. Chronic leg ulcer.

5. History of peripheral vascular disease.

6. Ambulatory dysfunction.

7. Diabetes mellitus.

8. Afib.
