History: Ms. Nancy Kellar is an 80+-year-old white female who was diagnosed as having colon cancer. She states it is so interesting that her youngest daughter has come up with cancer of the colon in the same spot she has. She states she is scheduled for surgery with Dr. Steines. She states originally the surgery was today, but one time he was on vacation and at the other time the scheduler was on vacation and everything got messed up She states her back started acting up. She has had fractures of her back and has had cement put in by Dr. Stonecipher. She has had shots in the back also recently. She states she was hospitalized recently from 06/06 to 06/08 for cardiac arrhythmias. She states she was admitted, Dr. Schwartz came in to see her and put her on amiodarone; initially, she was to take two amiodarone a day, but now thy have reduced the amiodarone dose to one a day. She still wants some tramadol refilled for her back pain; tramadol 50 mg 2 to 3 times a day, #90, given to the patient after checking PMP, I do not suspect any abuse. We want to make this patient who has had cancer, who is elderly, as comfortable as possible. She is a retired nurse. I do not have any records of the hospital stay. I am going to review it, but we did a current medication reconciliation today.
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
