Ms. Casey had a transient ischemic attack while she was in the hospital where there was _______ to the side of her angle of her mouth, she could not speak. Her speech was all garbled. She was confused. This lasted not more than 30 minutes and the patient then became all right. She did end up having CAT scans of the head. The patient was told that she had acute pancreatitis due to sludge in the gallbladder that was blocking the gallbladder and she is going to need some more testing and studies for this and she has an appointment in about two weeks. The patient was walking today with just use of a cane. She was not confused. She was totally awake, alert, and oriented. Her medication list reconciled. She is on 325 mg of aspirin instead of 81 mg. The patient does not have any abdominal pain. Her physical exam was normal. I advised her not to have too much of fried foods and drink plenty of water to keep hydration well and she will be seen by me in the office in a month.
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
