TRANSITIONAL CARE VISIT

Patient Name: Blanca Ramos

Date of Exam: 06/15/2023
History: The patient has a right renal mass; due to gross hematuria, abdominal ultrasound obtained, history of mild stroke and weakness of left upper extremity, but now ambulates well. There was a level I tumor thrombus approaching vena cava. The patient has had consultation at MD Anderson. A PET scan shows lung nodules. They recommend biopsy and it was thought that the patient has metastatic renal cell carcinoma. The patient is currently receiving immunotherapy with Dr. Floyd. The patient is here for pyelonephritis because of Macrobid-resistant urinary tract infection. The patient was seen by Dr. Ravanbakhsh. A CT of the abdomen and pelvis demonstrated right hydroureteronephrosis without urolithiasis and differential diagnosis including right ureteritis and right pyelitis. The patient has flank tenderness, given IV antibiotics and fluids. The patient is advised repeat urinalysis. The patient was sent home on:

1. Cefdinir 300 mg q.12h.

2. Metformin 500 mg two tablets twice a day.

3. Levothyroxine 75 mcg a day.

4. Pioglitazone 45 mg a day.

5. Lisinopril 5 mg a day.

6. Rosuvastatin 5 mg a day.
The patient’s last hemoglobin was 11.5 and sodium 135. The patient improved with IV antibiotics and IV hydration. The patient will see oncology and urology as an outpatient.
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
