History: Mr. Freeman is a 73-year-old white male who has bilateral knee replacement surgeries done; one in 2010 and the second one in 2011. He had a bulging disc in the low back and had a back surgery done on 06/18/2018. In 2020, the patient was diagnosed as having low-grade prostate cancer and had radiation therapy. The patient’s PSA as of February 2023, is 0.018. So, the patient is happy about that. He has long-standing hypertension.

Allergies: None.

Medications: At home, include:

1. Losartan 50 mg a day.

2. Amlodipine 10 mg a day.

Social History: He is married. He has one son. He is married to Ms. Freeman currently and he does not have any children from her. He states he worked in oil field all his life building plants for oil field and he states he met his wife in Egypt when he was in a project building plant there and he states they live together for 6½ years, then he moved to Trinidad for another project and then he is back here. He states he has no symptoms of enlarged prostate. No back pain.

Physical Examination: Essentially normal except a scar seen in the lower back of back surgery and scar seen over both knees of total knee replacement surgery.
The patient was advised EKG. A Cologuard was sent. The patient seems to have AV dissociation and maybe a heart block as there seems to be a progressive increase of PR interval on the EKG that I have done; at times, it looks like he may have intermittent atrial fibrillation. The EKG was abnormal. The patient was not aware of that. I have made a cardiology consult and I will see him in the office in a month. Central Texas Heart was consulted. I will see the patient earlier if need be.
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
