History: The patient is familiar to me. He lives in Pennsylvania near the Pocono Mountains and he is accompanied by his wife to the office; both are retired from US Army and he sustained a stroke and his son lived here, so he used to come and stay in the summer and he got a lot of acupuncture treatments and also glutathione IV treatments after which he improved significantly. He is able to use his iPad and computer. He was very computer literate before, but lost all the functions after he had the stroke. His wife is very supportive of him. However, his son has to be out of town, so this time they are visiting the son only for two weeks. His daughter-in-law is working in Rome for the United Nations and so they decided to go back this Thursday, but they called, they were able to get an appointment with me today and his interval history reviewed. He was last seen in November 2021. He has had some titanium pins put in his left foot first four toes except the little toe for some toe problems and he still has left hemiparesis. He does electrical stimulation where he is in Pennsylvania. He is very physically active. He denies chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, diarrhea, or abdominal pain.

Physical Examination:
General: The patient is using a walker for ambulation and a cane for ambulation at times.

Vital Signs: As in the chart.
Head: Normocephalic.

Eyes: Pupils are equal and reacting to light.

Neck: Supple. No lymphadenopathy. No carotid bruit. Thyroid is not palpable.

Chest: Good inspiratory and expiratory breath sounds.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular. No gallop. No murmur.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. No organomegaly.

Extremities: No phlebitis. No edema.
Neurologic: He does have left hemiparesis. He has trouble getting on and off the examination table. He has trouble dressing and undressing for the exam.
He exactly knows what treatment he wants and those were afforded to him. The patient tolerated the treatment well. Since I am going to be seeing him only for two visits, which is today and tomorrow, which is Monday and Tuesday, I will let the patient’s PCP handle lab work and other testing.
