




NEUROLOGY CONSULTATION

Dear Ryan Donnelly:
I had the pleasure of seeing Yolanda Robles today in my office. I appreciate you involving me in her care. As you know, she is 64-year-old right-handed Caucasian woman who lives in a group home. She came to the office in a wheelchair with an attendant. On 06/12/2023, she had one generalized tonic/clonic seizure which lasted about 10 minutes. Before that the patient had one episode of vomiting. Detail of the seizure is not available, but on that day, the patient was diagnosed with pneumonia and started on antibiotics. Now, she is feeling better.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Corneal opacity, Down syndrome, hypothyroidism, chronic rhinosinusitis, seasonal allergies, bilateral cataract, bilateral corneal opacities, chronic conjunctivitis, hemorrhoids, menopausal, and history of tinea pedis on both feet.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.

MEDICATIONS: Multivitamin, calcium, famotidine, lactulose, levothyroxine, loratadine, and relaxifine.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She does not smoke cigarettes. She does not drink alcohol. She is lives in the group home.

FAMILY HISTORY: Not available.
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REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: I personally reviewed the general, skin, metabolic, endocrine, EENT, pulmonary, cardiovascular, gastrointestinal, neurologic, psychiatric, and musculoskeletal system. I found out that she had one seizure.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Vital Signs: Blood pressure 100/70, heart rate 72, and respiratory rate 16. Lungs: Clear to auscultation. Heart: S1 and S2 regular in rate and rhythm. Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds present. Neck: Supple. There is no carotid bruit. There is no jaundice, cyanosis, or edema. Neurologic: The patient is alert, awake, and oriented x3. Speech: No aphasia. No dysarthria. Pupils are equally reacting to light and accommodation. Extraocular movements are intact. The patient is legally blind. There is no facial asymmetry. Tongue is in the midline. Moving all four extremities. Deep tendon reflexes 2/4. Plantar responses are flexor. 

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: A 64-year-old right-handed Caucasian woman whose history and examination is suggestive of following neurological problems:

1. One time seizure.

2. Down syndrome.

3. Bilateral corneal opacity.

As this is a first time seizure, there is no need to start any medication, but I will order the EEG. I would like to see her back in my office in three months.
