Ms. Prime is a 27-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her hypothyroidism management. She was diagnosed with hypothyroidism in 2017. She also has a history of feeling fatigue. She also reports a regular menstrual cycle and she states that she has two children and would also like to have another child. She reports symptoms of dry skin and fatigue and she recently moved here from Clearwater and she currently lives in Frostproof. She denies any polyuria, polydipsia or polyphagia. She denies any palpitation. She denies any compressive symptoms of the thyroid. 

Plan:
1. For her hypothyroidism, at this point, we will get a current TSH, free T4 and free T3 level. Her previous TSH was 0.93 and free T4 is 1.3. We will continue Unithroid 88 mcg daily and recheck her thyroid function panel prior to her return. 

2. I will also check a TPO antibody level and a thyroid globulin antibody level in order to assess for any autoimmune destruction of her thyroid gland. 

3. Follow up in about three to four weeks to review these results with the patient.
