Mrs. Stephens is a 71-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes two years ago in 2021. She also has a history of osteopenia and hyperlipidemia. For her diabetes, she is on Lantus 40 units once daily. The patient states that she tried metformin. However, she failed it due to GI side effects. She denies any polyuria, polydipsia, or polyphagia. She denies any episodes of hypoglycemia.

Plan:
1. For her type II diabetes, her current hemoglobin A1c is 10.7% which is uncontrolled. Therefore, we will adjust her diabetic regimen and place her on Soliqua taking 36 units once daily and add glipizide 10 mg once daily and recheck hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel prior to her return in two months.

2. For her hyperlipidemia, continue current therapy.

3. For her osteopenia, recommend doing bone density scan every two years.
