Mrs. Duran is a 56-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes several years ago. She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, diabetic peripheral neuropathy, osteoarthritis, and vitamin D deficiency. For her diabetes, she is on Tresiba 50 units each evening and Jardiance 25 mg daily. She also takes Lispro 25 mg three times a day. Her hemoglobin A1c is 10.6.

Plan:
1. For her uncontrolled type II diabetes, her current hemoglobin A1c is 10.6%. We are going to treat this and change her diabetic regimen and place her on Synjardy 25/1000 mg once daily continue the Tresiba 50 units once daily and hold Lispro 25 units three times a day and we will add Ozempic 0.25 mg once weekly for four weeks then increase to 0.5 mg weekly thereafter.

2. I will see the patient in six to eight weeks for followup to reassess her glycemic control after making these changes.

3. For her diabetic peripheral neuropathy, continue current therapy. She is on gabapentin therapy.

4. Follow up with primary care provider.
