Mr. Baird is a 62-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes several years ago. He also has a history of coronary artery disease status post multiple coronary stent placed, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, anemia, rheumatoid arthritis, atrial fibrillation, mood disorder, and sleep apnea. His current hemoglobin A1c is 6.9%. He is on Tandem Tslim insulin pump using NovoLog insulin with control IQ setting. He also takes Ozempic 0.5 mg once weekly.

Plan:
1. For his type II diabetes, his current hemoglobin A1c is 6.9%. I am going to recommend continuing the Tandem Tslim insulin pump with NovoLog insulin using the control IQ setting. I reviewed his insulin pump and I also turned on the sleep mode on the insulin pump and this will provide better glycemic control overnight. We will continue the Ozempic 0.5 mg weekly titrating all the way up to 1 mg weekly.

2. We will repeat his hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel in two months.

3. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

4. For his hyperlipidemia, check current lipid panel.

5. For his coronary artery disease, followup cardiologist.

6. The patient was enquiring about testosterone replacement. I recommended the patient to get clearance from his cardiologist for testosterone replacement as well as therapy with Viagra for erectile dysfunction.
