Mr. McCrary is a 49-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 2000. He also has a history of anxiety, depression, neuropathy, GERD, and he also has disability related to work accident with cervical disc damage. His current hemoglobin A1c is 12.2%. He is on glipizide 10 mg twice daily. He failed metformin secondary to GI side effects including diarrhea. His diabetes is complicated by neuropathy. He also reports symptoms of polydipsia.

Plan:
1. For his type II diabetes, his current hemoglobin A1c is 12.2%. The patient states that he is failed metformin in the past secondary to GI side effects. My recommendation is to add Ozempic 0.25 mg once weekly and continue the glipizide 10 mg twice daily and reassess glycemic control in four to six weeks.

2. For his anxiety and depression, continue to follow up with primary care provider.

3. For his GERD, continue current therapy.
