Mrs. Musik is a 58-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding evaluation of her previous history of primary hyperparathyroidism. She had a parathyroidectomy in November 2022 with Dr. Garman and his team. She also has a history of neuropathy, osteoarthritis, and possible rheumatoid arthritis. She had parathyroidectomy on 11/28/2022 at the Norman Parathyroid Center. She denies any numbness and tingling in her feet. She reports neuropathy in her hands and sometimes in her feet. She denies any polyuria, polydipsia, or polyphagia. She denies any bone pain. She denies any abdominal pain. She denies any changes in her mental status.

Plan:
1. For her primary hyperparathyroidism, she is status post parathyroidectomy on 11/28/2022 with a parathyroidectomy at the Norman Parathyroid Center. The patient has done very well postoperatively with a current calcium level of 9.5 mg/dL in the setting of above PTH of 22 and vitamin D of 47. We will continue to monitor this level and recheck her labs in about three months.

2. For her peripheral neuropathy, this appears to be related to nerve compression related to arthritis in her body and as a result, we will prescribe gabapentin 100 mg as needed to be taken at bedtime for her to get better sleep.
3. Follow up with primary care provider.
