Mr. Pace is a 73-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 2021. He also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and coronary artery disease status post coronary artery bypass surgery in 2021, with aortic valve replacement. He also has a history of atrial fibrillation, degenerative joint disease and kidney stones. For his diabetes, he is on glimepiride 2 mg twice daily. His latest hemoglobin A1c is 8.5%. He eats very little for breakfast. For lunch, he usually eats a small meal and dinner is usually his larger meal like a protein, a vegetable and carbohydrate combination.

Plan:
1. For his type II diabetes, his current hemoglobin A1c is 8.5%. At this point, my recommendation is to start him on Ozempic 0.25 mg once weekly for four weeks, then increase to 0.5 mg weekly thereafter. I will also recommend continuing the glimepiride 2 mg two tablets before breakfast and two tablets before supper. The patient was told that if he starts to have low blood sugars below 70, then he is to decrease the glimepiride to 2 mg twice daily.

2. For his hypertension, continue current therapy.

3. For his hyperlipidemia, he is on rosuvastatin 20 mg daily.

4. For his coronary artery disease, continue followup with cardiologist.
