REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative except for those mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 96% at room air.

Blood pressure 111/68.

Pulse 68.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.8.
LEFT FOREARM: Major surface there is a 13 x 7 cm erythematous macule. Site is hot to touch. There is no puncture present. No fluctuance. No bleeding or discharge. Site is tender to palpation. 

Shoulder joint, elbow joint, and wrist have full range of motion. No discomfort with range of motion.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs. 

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. 

CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Cellulitis.

2. Rash.

3. Tinea corporis.

4. Allergic reaction.

PLAN: The patient was given the following prescriptions:

Septra DS 800/160 mg one p.o. b.i.d. for 10 days #20.

Clotrimazole/betamethasone topical apply b.i.d. for 14 days #45 g.

The patient and father was educated about the skin diagnosis and the need to take medication as prescribed, to come back to clinic if worse or go to the nearest emergency room if we are closed.
He was given the opportunity to ask question and he states he has none.
