Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.0.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles.

CARDIAC: No peripheral edema or cyanosis.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Vitamin D deficiency.

2. Hypercholesterolemia.

3. Elevated liver enzyme.
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LABORATORY DATA: Labs are reviewed and labs revealed elevated liver enzymes, AST and ALT are 41 and 63 respectively, cholesterol elevated 195, total cholesterol 303, and vitamin D is decreased to 17.
PLAN: The patient was given the following prescription: Simvastatin 20 mg one p.o. daily for 90 days #90 and vitamin D3 50,000 units one p.o. weekly for 90 days #12.
He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none.
