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1. BV, 41-year-old woman, went for a walk, had a foreign body fly into her eye. Diagnosed with corneal abrasion. Foreign body was removed. Treated with steroids patch and eye drops. Doing much better today. She was happy with the care she received.

2. TV, is a 45-year-old male, comes in with chest pain, shortness of breath, tachycardic, tachypneic, and increased CPK. Full cardiac workup was done. The patient was then sent to higher level of care after CPK-MB was elevated. Tachycardia was controlled; last heart rate was 100. The patient’s UDS positive for ectasy, cocaine, amphetamine and opioids. The patient did not answer the phone when I called him.
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
