DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is a clinical case of a 94-year-old African American female that is followed in this practice because of CKD stage IV. This stage IV is most likely associated to hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and aging process. In the laboratory workup that was done on 05/24/23, the patient has an estimated GFR of 23 with serum creatinine of 2 which is similar to prior determination. Albumin is 4.5, liver function tests are within normal limits, glucose is 98 fasting, and serum electrolytes are within normal limits.

2. The patient has anemia. The irons stores are within normal range. The saturation of iron is 22%. In the latest determination, CBC shows that the hemoglobin went up to 9.5 and hematocrit 29.9. The patient is asymptomatic. MCH is 31, MCHC 32, and MCV is 97.

3. Arterial hypertension. She continues to take the blood pressure medications. Blood pressure today is 161/56. Body weight 131 pounds. She has a change in the body weight. Sometimes she feels well and eats well. She is totally edentulous and probably that is a limiting factor for the nutrition

4. Vitamin D deficiency that is on supplementation.

5. Hyperlipidemia that is under control with administration of atorvastatin 10 mg every day.

6. Coronary artery disease that is asymptomatic. We are going to reevaluate the case in six months with laboratory workup.
