DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is a clinical case of a 62-year-old white male that is followed in the practice because of presence of pancreas-kidney transplant that was done in Tampa General Hospital in 2007. The patient has been very compliant with the medications and the diet. In the latest laboratory workup dated 06/02/23, we have a kidney function that has remained stable consistent with an estimated GFR of 40 with CKD IIIA. There is no evidence of proteinuria. Tacrolimus level was reported 7.1 mcg/L.

2. BK virus is absent.

3. Hyperlipidemia has been under control. The total cholesterol is 165, HDL 63, LDL 86, and triglycerides 73.

4. Status post parathyroidectomy. The patient continues to have Calcitrol 0.25 mg p.o b.i.d. and calcium carbonate 1250 mg once a day.

5. The patient has a BMI that is 33. Again, we insisted on the need to lose at least 10 pounds.

6. Hypothyroidism, on replacement therapy. The patient is to continue taking the levothyroxine 175 mcg on a daily basis.

7. The patient is taking vitamin D supplementation and the vitamin levels are adequate. Reevaluation in three months with laboratory workup.

We invested 7 minutes of the time in reviewing the laboratory workup, in face-to-face 16 minutes and in documentation 7 minutes.

The patient is followed by the cardiologist Dr. Siracuse for the aortic stenosis that the patient has. We are going to reevaluate the case in three months with labs.
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
