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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of a 41-year-old white male that we have been studying in the practice because of the presence of arterial hypertension and hematuria. Part of the evaluation was abdominal CT scan in which we were looking for the possibility of a kidney stone and indeed there is evidence of a kidney stone that is 1.2 cm that is in the right ureteropelvic junction. The patient is going to be referred to Dr. Onyishi with that purpose.

2. Arterial hypertension that is with borderline control; today is 151/93.

3. Diabetes mellitus.

4. Chronic pancreatitis.

5. Fibromyalgia. We are going to reevaluate the case after he is treated by the urologist in order for us to complete our workup and make a decision whether or not we have to do a kidney biopsy.

We spent 10 minutes reviewing the imaging, face-to-face 15 minutes and in the documentation 7 minutes. We are going to reevaluate the case in two months with laboratory workup.
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
