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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is the clinical case of an 81-year-old white male that has CKD stage II. The patient has a serum creatinine that is 1, a BUN that is 20 and estimated GFR remains at 75 mL/min without evidence of proteinuria and without evidence of activity in the urinary sediment.

2. The patient has a history of primary membranous nephropathy and that is in remission and the patient well preserved kidney function.

3. History of arterial hypertension. This patient has lost more than 14 pounds of body weight. The blood pressure is 140/66.

4. History of vitamin D deficiency on supplementation. Vitamin D level is adequate.

5. B12 deficiency. The patient continues to inject himself 1000 mcg of vitamin B12 on a monthly basis. Since the patient has been in very stable condition, he understands what to do. I feel comfortable giving him an appointment in one year with laboratory workup.

I invested 12 minutes reviewing the laboratory workup, in the face-to-face 15 minutes and in the documentation 8 minutes.
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
