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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is a clinical case of an 83-year-old white male that is following this practice because of the presence of CKD stage IIIA. The patient had hydronephrosis and he had a nephrostomy tube that was placed by Dr. Bennie and will change every two months. However there was an accident. The patient pulled out the tube and went to the emergency room was evaluated by Dr. Pigman. He consulted with urologist Dr. Onyeshi and they decided to leave the nephrostomy throughout. The patient has been experiencing blood sugar out of control and smelly urine. The urinalysis and the urine culture revealed the presence of Morganella Morganii. The patient is going to be treated with Levaquin. We discouraged the use of Bactrim that was prescribed by the urologist office and we are given 12 days of medication. We are going to repeat a CT scan to see whether or not the hydronephrosis has resolved. The patient is draining a urine that is clear. He has permanent Foley catheter. He has cancer of the prostate and cancer of the bladder.

2. The patient has pancytopenia under evaluation by Dr. Ahmed. The patient is taking is iron supplementation and the hemoglobin went up to 9.8 g%.

3. The patient has iron deficiency on supplementation.

4. Type II diabetes out of control. The hemoglobin A1c went up to 9.2 most likely UTI related.

5. Arterial hypertension. The blood pressure reading today 145/49 is very well controlled.

6. This patient has prostate cancer and bladder cancer. He was seen at the Moffitt Cancer Center and now he is followed at the Florida Cancer Center.

7. We are going to reevaluate the case in three months with laboratory workup. As mentioned before we are going to order a CT scan to evaluate the hydronephrosis.

We invested 14 minutes reviewing the imaging record and the lab, in the face-to-face 18 minutes and in the documentation 7 minutes.
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
