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DISPOSITION AND DISCUSSION:
1. This is a clinical case of a 77-year-old white female that has a history of macular degeneration and has problems with double vision that fortunately they have been correcting throughout the time. The patient got a second opinion in Tampa, Florida and coincided with the first opinion in which time will take care of that. The patient is feeling much better and looking much better.

2. Hypothyroidism on replacement therapy. T3, T4 and TSH are within normal limits.

3. Arterial hypertension that is under control.

4. The patient has vitamin D deficiency that is treated with supplementation. We are going to recommend the administration of thiamine and B12 as well that is going to help in general.

We invested 10 minutes of the time reviewing the laboratory workup that is adequate, 15 minutes in the face-to-face and 7 minutes in the documentation.
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
