This is an 81-year-old gentleman with metastatic prostate cancer who was recently admitted to the hospital with urinary tract infection and metabolic encephalopathy. This is an 81-year-old gentleman admitted to hospice with history of recurrent urinary tract infection, decubitus ulcer, chronic anemia, protein-calorie malnutrition, and recent hospitalization with sepsis which has left the patient quite obtunded. The patient condition has deteriorated to the point with his metabolic encephalopathy, but he longer wants to be back in the hospital. The family has chosen for the patient to be placed on hospice and to die in dignity at home. The patient does have issues with pain that requires pain medication, decubitus ulcer on the coccyx which requires turning every two hours. The patient has had weight loss with protein-calorie malnutrition, and muscle wasting, total ADL dependent, Foley catheter in place and bowel and bladder incontinent. Given the patient’s current status and condition, he has less than six months to live. So, he is hospice appropriate.
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
