Earlier, I was thinking of giving her metoprolol, but with her low heart rate of 60, anyway I decided to give her amlodipine 2.5 mg and take 20 mg of Lasix at least twice a week. EKG interestingly was in sinus rhythm today, which is better for her. The patient as well as daughter-in-law were given instructions. She is drinking Boost every day and she seemed to be under control. She is going to be seen in the office next week.
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
