HPI: Baseline labs were ordered, as he had none in his chart. He was in his room ready for bed, but pleasant and eager to hear what his lab work was. There were not all the labs ordered drawn and so a new order to include those will be written tonight. The patient is pleasant, comes out for meals, sits at a table with other gentlemen, comes out for activities. He is hard of hearing, so that affects his communication and he likes being in his room and resting. Denied pain or any other issues at this time.

DIAGNOSES: History of leukemia post chemotherapy, HTN, hypothyroid, HOH and wheelchair bound.

MEDICATIONS: Levothyroxine 75 mcg q.d. and Questran 4 g one packet b.i.d.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: NAS.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient was quiet, but pleasant and was hard of hearing. I explained to him that we only had part of the lab requested and that the rest will be redrawn this week.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 129/70, pulse 64, respirations 14, and weight 149 pounds.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Hypocalcemia. Calcium is 7.9. TUMS 750 mg two tablets p.o. q.d.

2. Hypoproteinemia. T-protein/ALB are 4.3 and 2.8. Protein drink twice daily ordered.

3. Incomplete labs. New order for TSH and CBC rewritten.
