CC: Orders for CBC and BMP.

HPI: An 80-year-old with recent hospitalization and with stable and notable decline. The patient is now staying in bed sleeping throughout the day, has to be cued to feed herself, generally staff will end up doing it and her p.o. intake has been reported poor and she is sleeping as much as she can during the day. Labs were ordered on 05/10/23; at that time, she was followed by Interim Home Health and they did not draw the blood work. She is now followed by Oklahoma Hospice Care, so labs will be reordered.

DIAGNOSES: Unspecified dementia with recent staging, BPSD in the form of care resistance and agitation, HTN, atrial fibrillation, PAD, COPD, hypothyroid, chronic back pain, gout and recent GI bleed post transfusion 3 units PRBCs and a platelet pack.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 05/24/23 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: NAS.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is lying in bed, kept eyes closed and did not interact or respond to her name.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 94/66, pulse 86, respirations 18, and unable to weigh.

CARDIAC: An irregular rhythm without MRG and regular rate.

ABDOMEN: Protuberant and nontender. Hypoactive bowel sounds. No distention or tenderness.

RESPIRATORY: Anterolateral lung fields relatively clear. Decreased bibasilar breath sounds. No cough.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Post hospitalization, now on Oklahoma Hospice Care. Reorder for a CBC and BMP. It is not drawn by previous Interim Home Health.

2. General decline. The patient makes a little effort to do anything for herself, sleeps greater than 18 hours a day and is resistant to personal care, but is taking p.o. meds.
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
