CC: Penile shaft edema with lesions.
HPI: An 89-year-old gentleman with CKD who has dialysis on Monday and Friday, BPH with urinary obstruction has led to an indwelling Foley change q.30 days by Excel Home Health. The patient was seen in his room, he and his wife are both in bed, but he was cooperative to exam. He is very HOH so I had to talk quite loudly as I was examining him, his focus was on his bowels and telling me that he thought the MiraLax was working and it was because he is now having self bowels as opposed to firm ones.

DIAGNOSES: Penile edema where two small pustules and a greenish viscous drainage around the Foley catheter. The patient denied any pain and did not appear uncomfortable and there is still edema of the shaft is noted. There is no phimosis.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. BPH with indwelling Foley, Foley was changed to night, he has good flow, the collection bag has clear of the concentrated urine, no evidence of blood.
2. Penile edema with the two small pustules and viscous drainage from around the Foley catheter at the urethra.
3. Urethritis, Bactrim DS one p.o. q.d. The patient has creatinine clearance of less than 30 so dosing is 50% of normal dosing thus one q.d.
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
