CC: Lab review.
HPI: A 95-year-old with DM-II, he is on metformin 250 mg b.i.d. Quarterly A1c is reviewed at 6.4. The patient was playing a game in the game room with his son Marty who visits daily. Reviewed the A1c medication, he is on my recommendation is to discontinue the metformin and will follow up A1c three months from now and he is in agreement with that. Also I revisited his father’s history of anemia with the most recent A1c last week, reviewed well within normal and he asked about a followup A1cs and I told him that there is no need for routine follow ups of CBCs.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Ear lesion, the top of his left outer ear last week, the patient had a keratotic corn with the base being inflamed and tender to palpation. I started him on Keflex for skin tear cellulitis and knowing that it would also have some benefit for this ear lesion. Marty asked me what happened to it, I looked in keratotic corn is gone and the base of skin is still exposed, but there is no bleeding or drainage. The patient denied any tenderness to palpation of the area and was not even aware of what was there but when it was there previously it was uncomfortable. I told him we will just keep the area clean, but nothing further to do.
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
