CC: Check current status.

HPI: A 94-year-old with endstage vascular dementia and senile frailty who had not been doing good. At the end of last week, he was staying in bed, had not had p.o. intake for three days with decrease in urine output and then somehow over the weekend, there just started to be a change and he was required being feed assist and got strong enough to want to be back up in his wheelchair. Today, he comes in and he is fully groomed. He is alert. He makes eye contact. He is soft spoken, only says a few words at a time that are difficult to understand, but he was still putting effort and so it was nice to see that. He denies any pain that is not being treated. He states that he sleeps good. When asked about his appetite, he states he is eating. He is also having bowel movements less frequently and states they are hard. 
DIAGNOSES: Endstage vascular dementia, senile frailty, wheelchair bound, chronic pain – improved, HOH, HTN, HLD and insomnia.

MEDICATIONS: Tylenol 500 mg h.s., alprazolam 0.5 mg b.i.d., Coreg 12.5 mg h.s., Cymbalta 30 mg h.s., Pepcid 40 mg q.d., Lasix 40 mg MWF, gabapentin 100 mg t.i.d., Haldol 1 mg at 6 p.m., Norco 10/325 mg one p.o. t.i.d., Lexapro 20 mg q.d., MOM 15 mL Monday and Thursday, KCl 10 mEq MWF, Refresh Tears right eye q.a.m., Senna two tablets h.s., Flomax h.s. and trazodone 50 mg h.s.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Mechanical soft with regular thin liquid.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Frail elderly male, well groomed, seated in his wheelchair.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 127/62, pulse 77, temperature 96.8, and respirations 18.
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RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields are clear without cough.

CARDIAC: He has an irregular rhythm. No rub or gallop noted. He does have a soft SCM at the apex.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

NEURO: He makes eye contact. He attempts to answer basic questions. He is soft spoken. Sometimes his speech is a bit mumbled, but I am able to catch some of it. He also smiles and responds to comments that he looks like he is doing better.

NEURO: He is oriented x 2. Affect more animated. He is well groomed which means he allowed assist to happen which is good and appeared to understand the information I gave him regarding changing his bowel treatment.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Constipation. MOM increased to 30 mL Monday, Wednesday, Friday and Saturday and we will discontinue the 15 mL on Thursday.
