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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 2004.  The patient tells me that he was in Iraq.  The patient tells me that he was injured by multiple IED and RPGs.  The patient tells me that he was involved in multiple bomb explosions.  The patient tells me that he does not remember how many bomb explosions he was near.  He has lost track.  He was involved in many bomb explosions.  He tells me that in 2004 specifically there were bomb explosions that caused shrapnels in his body.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient tells me the explosion was right at his feet.  It suddenly exploded.  He was out of consciousness for about 15 to 20 seconds.  When he woke up, the patient had severe headaches, dizziness, confusion, disorientation, and tunneling vision.  The patient tells me that he had many other explosions and injuries that had similar loss of consciousness for a few minutes, resulting in severe headaches, confusion and disorientation.

The patient tells me that since these explosions, the patient has significant balance issues, ringing in the ears bilaterally, headaches, migraine headaches, difficulty to concentrate, and insomnia symptoms.

The patient currently just got out of the military on 06/01/2023.  The patient has not had a job found yet.  The patient is currently not working because he just got out of military.

MoCA examination is 27/30.  The patient missed 2 on delayed recall.  The patient also missed 1 on orientation.
