Paresh has been my patient for last 20 years. He has blood disorder called myelofibrosis. The patient initially was diagnosed 20 years ago with polycythemia Vera. The patient subsequently progressed in 2013. The patient had a stroke where he developed paralysis of the right side of this body. Initially, he was on ventilatory support for several days following which when he woke up he had right side of his body totally paralyzed after significant and vigorous rehabilitation the patient slowly improved. He then was able to walk with support and now he is able to walk although he requires support. As far as his right upper extremity, he has lost most of the function he cannot lift and he cannot hold pen or he cannot feed himself.

Because of this significant weakness and paralysis of right upper extremity and hand, patient is unable to use computer from right hand he cannot write and he cannot hold a pen to sign.

Because of these limitations, he has to use his left hand to operate a keyboard or hold spoon to feed himself or sometimes use his left hand to write so his signature may not match the previous signature, which he did when he did not have any limitations.

Looking at his physical debility and limitations, I will request any institution to accept either signature with his left hand or any other form of identification. I think he could decided at with your institution..
