Mr. Krishnadat is a 54-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type II diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type II diabetes in 2005. He also has a history of rheumatoid arthritis. For his diabetes, he is on Janumet XR 100/1000 mg once daily. He also takes Basaglar 30 units twice a day. The patient’s diabetes is complicated by chronic steroid use due to his rheumatoid arthritis diagnosis. The patient takes prednisone 10 mg once daily. For breakfast, he usually has a sandwich and coffee. Lunch and dinner usually involved a protein and rice.
Plan:
1. For his type II diabetes, we will get a current hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel. We downloaded his results. He will continue his glucose monitor and his blood glucose averages 185 mg/dL. 
2. Due to the fact that his continuous glucose monitoring, he has average blood glucose of 185 mg/dL, we will increase his Janumet XR to 50/1000 mg twice daily and continue Basaglar 30 units twice a day.

3. For his rheumatoid arthritis, he is on chronic prednisone therapy taking 10 mg once daily. Continue to follow up with rheumatology.
