Mr. Frazier is a 21-year-old male who is here today for initial consultation regarding his type I diabetes management. He was diagnosed with type I diabetes at the age of 9. His latest hemoglobin A1c is 7.9%. He takes Lantus 30 units each evening and NovoLog 10 units with each meal. He corrects his blood glucose with 1 units every 25 mg/dL, glucose greater than 125. The patient states that he races ATVs for a living and he is out of town frequently.

Plan:
1. For his type I diabetes, my recommendation is to place a continuous glucose monitor on this patient. I have prescribed the Dexcom G7. I will recommend taking Lantus 30 units once daily and NovoLog 10 units with meals plus 1 unit every 25 mg/dL glucose greater than 125.

2. The patient is to check his blood glucose four times per day. He makes frequent dosage adjustments to his insulin therapy based on blood glucose monitoring. He is on four injections of insulin daily.
