HISTORY: This is a 60-year-old female here for a followup.

The patient states that approximately 11 or 12 days ago, she suffered a dog bite on her left hand. She had sutures and is here for suture removal. She stated that the day she was seen on the day of bite, she received a tetanus shot and was treated with antibiotics which she took and has been doing well.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: Alert and oriented, in no acute distress.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 97% at room air.

Blood pressure 117/81.

Pulse 88.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 97.9.

LEFT HAND DORSAL SURFACE: Sutures are in good repair.

There is no evidence of secondary infection namely no erythema, no discharge, no bleeding, no fluctuance, no tenderness to palpation.

She has full range of motion of all digits with no discomfort with good range of motion.

Capillary refill less than 2 seconds.

Sensation is normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Suture removal.

2. Dog bite 12 days ago, doing fine.
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PROCEDURE: Suture removal. Site was moist with alcohol swab which was placed in site for approximately 15-20 seconds.

Hurricaine spray was used assist with some anesthesia.

A pickup and #11 blade were used to remove a total of five sutures.

There were no complications.

There was no bleeding. The patient tolerated the procedure well. Site was then covered with a Band-Aid. She was advised to minimize movement as the healing is still in its infancy and rapid movement of the hand could reopen that laceration. She states she understands and will comply.

She was given the opportunity to ask question and she states she has none.
