The patient was waiting to be seen and evaluated like he suffered a blackout so the rest of the patient’s care was done virtually. The patient was not examined.

We were unable to do PMP AWARxE to review PMP AWARxE. We were unable to do urine drug screen. However, this patient in the past has a good history of following the protocol.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Opioid use disorder.

2. Medication refill.

PLAN: His medication was refilled as follows: Suboxone 8/2 mg SL film, he will take one film SL b.i.d. for 30 days #60, no refills.
He was given the opportunity to ask question and he states he has none.
