Chief Complaint: This is a 57-year-old pleasant African American male patient here for one-month followup.

History of Presenting Illness: The patient has had a coronary artery stenting done in March. He does not know the name of the cardiologist. He states that he does follow up with him and he is taking medications as prescribed. He denies any new problems today other than just being too hot with the weather.

Past Medical History: He has:

1. History of coronary artery disease status post coronary artery stents.

2. History of hypercholesterolemia.

3. History of hiccups, which seems to have responded to megestrol. He is not having any hiccups at this time although he does take medication daily.

Social History: He continues to smoke at least half packet per day and drinks two to three drinks per day and smokes marijuana.

Physical Examination:

Vital Signs:

The patient is 6’3” tall.
Weight 158 pounds.

Blood pressure 106/76.

Pulse 63 per minute.

Pulse ox 100%.

Temperature 96.3.
BMI 19.

Lungs: Bilateral harsh breath sounds in all lung fields.

Heart: S1 and S2 heard with regular sinus rhythm.

Extremities: No edema.
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Assessment:

1. Coronary artery disease. The patient is asymptomatic at this time.

2. Hypercholesterolemia.

3. Hiccups well controlled.

4. Chronic smoker.

5. Marijuana user.

Plan: Reviewed medications with the patient. He will continue with current medications. We did discuss about use of cigarettes, alcohol and marijuana. The patient continues to use them. He is not interested in stopping any of them at this time. He will continue his current medications and he will return to the office in one month for followup with Dr. Dave.
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
