Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Ortiz comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. He has a history of working in manual labor, but stopped approximately two years ago because of leg pain. He states that his vision is blurry and he knows that he needs glasses. He has worn glasses since he was approximately 7 years old. He feels that his vision is getting worse even without the glasses. He states that he cannot afford new glasses financially. He states that he had trauma to the left eye in 2018 while cutting wood. He states his last eye examination was at that time. He uses over-the-counter eye drops approximately three times a day. He does not take oral medications.
On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/20 on each side. This is with a spectacle correction of –10.25 –0.50 x 015 on the right and –9.50 –0.50 x 105 on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +1.50 measures 20/20 on each side at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 18 on the right and 17 on the left. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination is unremarkable. The eyelids are unremarkable.

Visual field testing utilizing a kinetic automated visual field test utilizing a III4e stimulus without correction and with good reliability shows 121 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 102 degrees of horizontal field on the left.
Assessment: Myopia.
Mr. Ortiz has excellent visual acuity and normal visual fields. Based upon these findings, he should be able to perform the visual tasks required in the work environment. He can read small print, distinguish between small objects, use a computer, and avoid hazards in his environment. As he is aware, he would be wise to obtain a pair of glasses. His prognosis is good.
