CHIEF COMPLAINT: This is a 74-year-old African American male with abnormal heartbeat.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 74-year-old male who is known to have history of hypertension and hypercholesterolemia. He was referred for cardiovascular evaluation. The patient reports history of sciatica like numbness, restricting mobility and burning pain on standing. He has had no chest pain or palpitation.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Includes:

1. Hypertension.

2. Hypercholesterolemia.

3. Sciatica.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY:
1. Right knee surgery.

2. Left foot surgery.

MEDICATIONS: Losartan, simvastatin, ibuprofen, Norco, and gabapentin.

ALLERGIES: MORPHINE results in shortness of breath.

FAMILY HISTORY: Father with diabetes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: He reports marijuana use but denies any other substance use.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:
Skin: He has some light spots on his body.

Musculoskeletal: He reports diffuse joint pain.

The remainder of the review of system is unremarkable.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 162/87, pulse 60, respiratory rate 20, height 72.5”, and weight 232 pounds.

Exam is otherwise unremarkable.
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DATA REVIEW: ECG dated June 7, 2023 revealed sinus bradycardia with rate of 52 bpm with leftward axis. There is loss of R-waves in the V1-V2 consistent with an old anterolateral myocardial infarction. Echocardiogram performed on June 21, 2023 reveal mild to moderate aortic regurgitation. There is moderate aortic valve sclerosis. He has mild aortic stenosis. RV systolic pressure is elevated at 39 mmHg. Trace mitral regurgitation is present. Trace pulmonic regurgitation.

IMPRESSION: This is a 74-year-old male referred for abnormal heartbeat. He was found to have mild pulmonary hypertension, mild aortic stenosis and mild to moderate mitral regurgitation. He further has evidence of mild pulmonary hypertension.

PLAN: We will schedule him for stress test. No additional documentation at this time.
