HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This 94-year-old female she has been admitted to subacute rehab. She has a closed compression fracture of the lumbar vertebra and difficulty ambulation. She is elderly and she has multiple other medical problems hypertension, diabetes, anxiety, and coronary artery disease. She was initially managed in the hospital and physical therapy done. She was evaluated by neurosurgery already. They recommended conservative management. While here, the patient denies any headaches or dizziness. No nausea. No vomiting. No fever. No chills today. She is being followed by physical therapist.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

HEENT: Today, no headache. No dizziness.

Pulmonary: No cough.

Cardiac: No chest pain.

GI: No vomiting or diarrhea.

Musculoskeletal: Some pains and aches in the back but get relief with medication.

Neuro: No syncope.

Endocrine: No polyuria or polydipsia.

The patient is not very good historian.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake. She is alert and lying in the bed. No acute distress. She is breathing comfortable.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 133/69, pulse 61, temperature 97.9, respiration 18, and pulse ox 97%.

HEENT: Head – atraumatic and normocephalic. Eyes anicteric.

Neck: Supple.

Chest: Nontender.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: S1 and S2.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Trace edema but there is no calf tenderness.

Neuro: She is awake, alert, lying on the bed and in no distress. Gait not tested because she is having some pain in the back and feeling weak.

LABS: Reviewed by me.
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ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has been admitted subacute rehab for deconditioning with generalized weakness and low back pain with closed compression fracture with lumbar vertebra.

2. Hypertension.

3. Diabetes mellitus.

4. Anxiety disorder.

5. History of coronary artery disease.

PLAN: We will continue all her current medications. Continue physical therapy to increase her mobility. Continue all her current medications.
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
