SUBJECTIVE: The patient is seen today at the nursing rehab for followup. No headaches. No dizziness. No cough. No congestion. He still has a right shoulder painful movement and limited range of motion but he denies any recent fall or trauma. Otherwise, he has been doing well.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS:

HEENT: No headache. No dizziness.

Pulmonary: No cough. No congestion.

Cardiac: No chest pain. No palpitation.

GI: No vomiting.

Musculoskeletal: Right shoulder pain with limited range of motion. Leg swelling is better.
Neuro: No syncope.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

General: The patient is awake, alert, and cooperative.

Vital Signs: Blood pressure 105/70, pulse 68, temperature 98.4, respiration 18, and pulse ox 98%.

Neck: Supple. No JVD.
Lungs: Clear.

Heart: S1 and S2 regular.

Abdomen: Soft and nontender. Bowel sounds are positive.

Extremities: Right shoulder limited range of motion and painful. No edema.

Neuro: He is awake, alert, and cooperative.

The patient has reported last week some pain in the hand. X-ray done the last week there was right hand showed DJD. No evidence of fracture.

ASSESSMENT:

1. The patient has been admitted with generalized weakness and frequent fall.

2. Right shoulder DJD and limited range of motion status post injection by the orthopedic.

3. COPD.

4. History of sick sinus syndrome required pacemaker placement.

5. History of atrial fibrillation.

6. History of heart failure with preserved ejection fraction.

7. History of stasis dermatitis.
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PLAN: I have reviewed all the medications. We will continue all his current medications with physical therapy. Care plan discussed with the nursing staff. No new issues reported with the patient.
