HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: This is a followup visit to a 2-year-old patient was here on 06/27/23 when she had multiple sores in her mouth and underneath the nares of her nose and her lip appears to be aphthous ulcers and also had fevers as well and what appeared to be probable impetigo. She is here as followup today that the patient was given acyclovir oral suspension as well as amoxicillin and they are still on those medications and seems to be traumatically improving. Mother is very pleased with the results.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Negative.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: As above.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Lives with mother and father, and no association of secondhand smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is awake and alert with impetigo sores underneath the nares have dramatically improved almost gone.
VITAL SIGNS: Pulse within normal limits. Respirations 16. Temperature 98.1. Oxygenating well at 99%. 

HEENT: Inspection of the oral cavity, the aphthous ulcers, the HSV type sores, they have dramatically improved as well. The patient is able to eat foods again well and seems as though she is returning to happy little baby. Eyes: Pupils are equal, round and react to light. Ears: There is no infection, all within normal limits.

NECK: Soft. No lymphadenopathy.

LUNGS: Clear to auscultation. 
HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. Positive S1 and positive S2. No murmurs.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN: Once again, this is a followup to fever blisters and impetigo. The patient is going to remain on the same medications and seems to be responding well.
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
