Dear Dr. Murray:
This is a followup visit for Mrs. Crowley with stage IIIA chronic kidney disease, hypertension and history of hematuria.  Her last visit was January 16, 2023.  She has gained about 12 pounds over the last six months and she was experiencing palpitations.  She did have a cardiac stress test that was normal and evaluation was normal.  She denies any hospitalizations recently and has been feeling other than fatigue she is feeling well.  No nausea, vomiting or dysphagia.  No diarrhea, blood or melena.  No chest pain or palpitations currently.  No dyspnea, cough or sputum production.  Urine is clear without cloudiness or blood and no edema.
Medications:  I want to highlight the lisinopril 10 mg daily and her aspirin 81 mg was discontinued for the stress test and she has not restarted it.

Physical Examination:  
Weight is 155 pounds, pulse 69, oxygen saturation is 98% on room air, blood pressure left arm sitting large adult cuff 120/78.  Neck is supple.  No jugular venous distention.  Lungs are clear.  Heart is regular.  Abdomen is soft and nontender and no peripheral edema.

Labs:  Most recent lab studies were done June 20, 2023, creatinine is stable at 0.99 with estimated GFR of 59, electrolytes are normal, calcium 9.5, phosphorus 3.2, albumin 3.8, hemoglobin 12.8 with normal white count and normal platelets.

Assessment and Plan:
1. Stage IIIA chronic kidney disease with stable creatinine levels and no progression of renal disease.
2. Hypertension is well controlled and she is having no orthostatic symptoms.
3. History of hematuria.  We will continue to check labs every three months and she will have a followup visit with this practice in six months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
