Dear Roberta:

This is a followup for Mrs. Wyatt who has chronic kidney disease.  Last visit June 2022.  Problems of right-sided sciatic, uses a walker, trying to avoid antiinflammatory agents, also seeing lung specialist for asthma, pulmonary function test another imaging has been done.  Medication has been adjusted.  No recent fall, but she remains unsteady.  Denies vomiting, dysphagia, diarrhea or bleeding.  Denies infection in the urine, cloudiness or blood.  Presently no edema or claudication symptoms.  No chest pain or palpitation.  Stable dyspnea.  No purulent material or hemoptysis.
Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I want to highlight ACE inhibitors, HCTZ, Norvasc, does take vitamin D125.
Physical Examination:  Weight today 160, a year ago 165, present blood pressure 134/66.  I do not hear any rales or wheezes and there is no respiratory distress, consolidation, pleural effusion, or arrhythmia.  I do not see ascites or gross edema.  She uses a walker.

Labs:  Today chemistries, creatinine 1.2 which appears to be baseline for the last three years.  Normal sodium and potassium, mild metabolic acidosis of 20.  Normal glucose, calcium, albumin and liver function test.  Present GFR around 44 stage III.  Normal PTH.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III, stable over the last few years, no progression, not symptomatic.
2. Hypertension appears to be well controlled, continue present regimen.
3. Today regular tachycardia, an EKG on emergency room visit few weeks ago rate was 101 with sinus rhythm.  She is presently not symptomatic with chest pain, palpitation, CHF or syncope.  This needs to be followed by yourself or cardiology.
4. No recent hemoglobin but prior one within normal limits.
5. Asthma presently clinically stable.  We will monitor overtime.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
