Dear Mrs. Klumpp:

This is a followup for Mr. Bow with chronic kidney disease, prior right-sided nephrectomy with removal of ureter, bladder, urethra, and prostrate with transitional cell cancer high-grade.  He has a neobladder with a stoma and catheter that was left-sided.  He supposed to have an intravenous pyelogram.  He will require hydration because of the renal failure, follows with urology at Tricity Urology.

Review of Systems:  Extensive review of system right now is negative. He is planning to go Upper Peninsula and stay there for the next six weeks.

Medications:  I reviewed medications, blood pressure losartan and metoprolol.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure today 119/66.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  Respiratory and cardiovascular, no major abnormalities.  He has an indwelling catheter left-sided of the abdomen.  No abdominal tenderness.  No gross edema and no neurological problems.
Labs:  Chemistries back in April creatinine was 2 because of the IV contrast potentially tomorrow, I requested him to repeat testing stat, creatinine remains at 2 for a GFR of 36 stage IIIB with a normal sodium, potassium and acid base.  There has been a normal calcium and glucose.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IIIB.

2. Transitional cell cancer with extensive surgery including right kidney, has a neobladder, indwelling catheter, no recent infection or bleeding.  They are following with samples of urine for FISH as a way to avoid scopes.  Intravenous pyelogram will need to be postponed as he will require hydration to protect kidney function.  This will be done when he is back from vaccination Upper Peninsula around August.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, or pericarditis.  Electrolytes and acid base stable.  He has very low level of albumin in the urine, previously at 46 mg/g.  There has been no anemia.  All issues discussed with the patient.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
